Student Absence

Morning Drop Off Areas


Please drop your students off WESTBOUND on 161st Place in the morning “Drop Off” areas. Pre-k through 4th grade students may be dropped off at the east drop-off area; students in grades 5-8 may be dropped off in the west drop-off area in front of school.
