Calvin Christian School TRIP Voucher Program

The voucher program is an extension of TRIP for purchases that are higher in cost and less frequently purchased.  FACS cannot be held responsible for any goods or services rendered by businesses participating in our voucher program.

1. Three-part voucher forms are available in the slots outside the office doors during normal office hours.  In some cases merchants may have forms available, however, it is your responsibility to provide the voucher to the merchant at the time of your purchase.  A current list of businesses and the percentage earned can be picked up outside the school office window.

2. You or the family you want to receive the tuition credit must be registered in the TRIP program.  Registration forms are available outside the school office window.

3. To make a voucher purchase at a participating business:

A. State your intention of using a CCS TRIP voucher at the time of purchase.

B. Fill out the voucher with the name, address and family number to which the percent is to be credited or write in "General Tuition Assistance Fund" or "Calvin Foundation" or "FACS" across the form.  Fill in the Store Name.

C. The item being purchased is to be paid for according to the merchants’ normal business policy.

D. The business will fill in the amount of the purchase, the percent, and tuition reduction amount.  He voucher will be authorized only when purchase has been paid in full.

E. The pink copy will be given to the customer to be submitted with the family's TRIP order.  Please place an X in the box on the order sheet next to "VOUCHER STAPLED".  Credit will not be given for voucher purchases until the pink copy is received.  After 4 months from the date of purchase, if the coordinator has not been notified why the pink copy has not been turned in, the credit will automatically be given to FACS.

F. After payment is received, once each month credit will be given and you will receive your pink voucher copies back in a small envelope with a label indicating your voucher credit earned.  They will be included in your next order envelope or can be picked up in the office.

4. The businesses participating in the voucher part of CCS TRIP have agreed in good faith to send the percent of tuition reduction earned monthly to CCS FACS.  In case of unforeseen circumstances, FACS or Calvin Christian School cannot be held responsible.
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
